14:05 – Provisional results for the event now posted. Everyone ashore having had a tiring but great event.

12:55 – The 400 fleet have rounded the weather mark for the second time in race 8. It looks like it will be close at the top of the pack. The order is Jono Shelley still out front, Leighton King holds on to second, then current leader Ian Robson in third and Bill Handley in fourth. 

12:50 – the 200 fleet came flying in to their first windward mark of race 8 in a very tight bunch, the fleet leader Pete Vincent, still showing his class out front. Second was Ian Pickard third was Roy Van Maanen, closely followed by Hannah Yuill and Ian Jubb.

12:45 – From race 8 – The 400’s have flown up the first beat and Jono Shelley leads the pack, second is Leighton King with Simon Pritchard Jones and Simon Hutchinson third and fourth.

12:40 – Race 7 results posted, race 8 gets underway once again under a black flag, breeze is a bit stronger on the race course approximately 15 knots now.

12:10 – Race 7 for the 200’s is still being led by Pete Vincent. Paul Lewis is second Hannah Yuill holding on to third. Frank O’Rourke stays in fourth with Graeme Noonan fifth.

12:05 – We have been joined on the shore by two boats who I think were black flagged from race 7, both from the 400 fleet, Greg Bell and Robin Flannigan

12:00 – At the top of the second beat for the 400’s Leighton King is leading the fleet very closely followed by Ian Robson and Simon Pritchard Jones of Port Dinorwic sailing club. Simon Brien is fourth, his best position so far with Jono Shelley in 5th

11:50 – In the 200’s Pete Vincent is having another good day, with a big lead at the end of the first beat. A good tussle between Hannah Yuill and Ian Jubb from Hayling Island saw them swap places at the mark. Fourth is Frank O’Rourke followed by Ross Kearney and Roy Van Maanen.

11:45 – At the top of the first beat in race number 7. The RS400’s are tightly packed in a clutch. The pack is Simon Pritchard-Jones, Leighton King,  Bill Handley and Jono Shelley.

11:45 – Results of race 6 now posted. 

11:05 - After a brief swim in the murky water of Belfast Lough, it looks like Gordy Patterson has had enough as he seems to be heading for the shore.

11:00 – At the top of their 2nd beat the 200’s are lead once again by the current class leader Pete Vincent, he is trailed by Ian Pickard then Frank O’Rourke. Hannah Yuill is fourth with Paul Lewis and Graeme Noonan behind her.

10:50 – At the top of the second beat in the 400’s we have a new leader in the shape of Ian Robson he is followed by Leighton King then Greg Bell in fourth and fifth are Bill Handley and Greg O’Brien.

10:40 – In the 200’s the fleet is led round the first mark by the improving Brian Flahive from Wicklow, he is followed by Paul Lewis of Burghfield then Graeme Noonan. Then the current class leaders Pete Vincent and Ian Pickard are in the chasing pack along with Frank O’Rourke.
10:35 – Round the first windward mark in the 400’s it’s Leighton King followed by Ian Robson then a Royal North boat driven by Greg Bell

10:25 – After a brief postponement and a general recall we are now under sequence with a black flag.
09:45 – Morning all. Fleet just going afloat in a very pleasant 10-12 knots, a little bit cooler today but still excellent conditions particularly for October.
