! The Finishing Line shall be between the mainmast of a Committee Boat,
displaying a blue Bag, and the appropriate mark.

12! RETIREMENTS

! Boats retiring are requested to advise the Race Committee as soon as possible by
VHF Channel "M" (37) or by advising any ofbcial race patrol boat.

13! TIME LIMITS

! The time limit shall be of 2 hours for each race. If any boat in her class Pnishes
before this time limit all other boats of that Class will have their time limit extended
by 30 minutes.

! Any boat which fails to Pnish within the appropriate time limit will be scored "DNF#.

14! PROTESTS

! In amendment to RRS 61 any boat intending to protest shall notify the Race
Ofbcer on the Committee Boat immediately after Pnishing the relevant race and
have this notibcation acknowledged by that Race Ofpcer. Protests shall be lodged
with the Race Committee within one hour of the Pnishing time of all racing for the
day. A time and venue for the hearing will thereafter be displayed on the Ofpcial
Notice Board.

15! SCORING
! The scoring system will be in accordance with RRS Appendix A using the Low
Points System except that boats Pnishing brst will be awarded 0.75 points.

16! DEEP WATER CHANNEL
! Competing boats are required to give way to any ship underway in the Victoria
Channel. Failure to do so may result in disqualibcation from the entire event.

To assist with race management it is requested that competing boats make themselves
known to the committee boat prior to the start of Race 1.

Starting signals shall be made at 5 minute intervals. Times shall be taken from the
visual signals and the absence of a sound signal shall be disregarded. Except for
Races A the warning signal for each class shall be the preparatory signal for the
immediately preceding class. The Class 3ag shall be displayed at the start of the
immediately preceding Class and shall signify the preparatory signal for that Class.

IDENTIFICATION

All boats shall display their sail numbers as notibed to BLYC. Permission to use
any other sail number shall be sought, in writing, from the Race Committee prior to
the start.

Safety
Sportsboats shall comply with BLYC Appendix A.

All persons sailing in centreboard boats and multihull dinghies shall wear adequate
personal buoyancy while racing. Wet or dry suits are not acceptable as
substitutes. All keelboats shall carry sufbcient personal buoyancy for each crew
member. This S.I. amends RRS 40.

STARTING LINE

The Starting Line shall be between the main mast of the Committee Boat (which
will be displaying an orange 3ag while on station) and the Outer Limit Mark (Mark
X in diagrams). An Inner Limit Mark may be laid. If so, this mark shall be left to
starboard when starting. The Inner Limit Mark shall also be a mark of the course
for the purpose of RRS 18.1(a) & RRS 31.

RECALLS

In the event of a general recall the First Substitute shall be displayed for a
maximum of 4 minutes and shall be lowered without a sound signal. The recalled
class shall take as its preparatory signal the start of the last class scheduled in
their Race Area or the start of the immediately preceding class also subject to a
general recall if more than one class has been recalled. This amends RRS Race
